Follow dirt
road after rail road crossing, about 1 mile. Road makes a sharp left turn. You are now on Singletary Rd. See Boarshead Ranch
sign on right. LOOK FOR SCF SIGN on right and take that entry. Follow farm road to parking area.

OR from I-4 and Hwy 39 (Plant City) go north to the intersection with Chancey Rd. and turn right. Travel on Chancey for 3.7
miles (you will go thru 3 lights). Go under overpass (US 98) and turn right at next opportunity, Messick Rd. Follow dirt road
after rail road crossing, about 1 mile.
